(1835)

Texas Independence

· Nov. 1835delegates issued Declaration of Causes

· Take up arms

· Appoint Sam Houston
· Commander of forces

· March 2,1836 Texas declares Independence

· March 6 Alamo
· Abandoned mission in San Antonio

· Travis, Bowie, Crocket were killed

· “Remember the Alamo”

· April 21, 1836

· Houston attacks Santa Anna at Jacinto River

· Capture Santa Anna
1. grant Texas Independence

2. Rio Grande boundary between Texas and Mexico

Sam Houston is elected President

Texas tries to get U.S. to Annex Texas

· Mexicans refused to accept the treaty

· Mexicans claimed Texas as part of their country

· Texas was nearly bankrupt

Spanish in California

· Moved up from the south

· Built missions to convert Indians to Christianity

· Greatly influenced the economic and cultural life of the Indians

Mexican Independence

1. Secularization Act

· Democrat
· Expansionist (54 40’ or fight)
· Settled 49th parallel
· California

· Polk tries to buy Cal. From Mexico
· Sends John Slidell to negotiate
· 25 million for cal. 5 million for New Mexico

· Went to Cal. 

· Revolt against Mexico

· Polk sends Zachary Taylor to Nueces River

· Taylor crosses Nueces

· Mexicans think invasion

· Western and Southern people wanted war
