A Long Difficult Struggle

· Strategies for Victory

· North (Union)

Use naval power to cripple the southern economy (blockade)

Union armies would invade southern territory (seize Richmond)

Seize the Mississippi River

· South (Confederacy)

Fight a defensive war

Counted of European money and supplies

Battle of Bull Run

· Lincoln sends troops to Confederate camp

· Irvin McDowell (Union)

· P.G.T. Beauregard (Confederate)

· July 1861 Union troops fought Confederate troops

· About 30 miles west of D.C.

· Southern troops did not turn and run like the Union thought.

· Thomas Jackson held his ground and forced the Union to retreat back to D.C.

· The Battle of Bull Run showed both the Union and the Confederacy that their soldiers needed training and also showed that the war would be long and bloody

· Naval Actions

· The Union cut off supplies by putting a naval blockade around the south

· Ironclad ships

· Merrimack (south)

· Monitor (north)

A Nation Divided

· Southerners-believed that they had the right to leave the Union

· Northerners-believed that they had to fight to save the Union

· 4x’s as many free citizens 

· industry

· over 70% of nations rail

· strong navy

· conquer huge amounts of land

· invading unfamiliar lands

· South

· Fighting a war of independence

· Hunting skills

· Wealthy men went to military school

· Best officers were from the south

· Few factories

· Few rails

· Political problems (states’ rights)

· Small population

· Battle of Antietam (Sharpsburg Maryland)

· September 1862

· Lee went on the offensive

· Fought McClellan at Antietam

· 23,000 Union and Confederate troops were killed or wounded

· bloodiest 1 day battle of Civil war

· Lincoln was disappointed with McCellan and appointed Burnside as commander

· Battle of Fredericksburg

· December 1862

· One of the Union’s worst defeats of civil war

· Battle of Chancellorsville

· May 1863

· Confederate soldiers killed “Stonewall” Jackson (friendly fire)

· Lee loses his right hand man
